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Opening Question:
· How do we allow being a Christian and our Christian involvements to keep us from engaging the world around us?  

Study Questions:
· Skim Genesis 1. What is the scope of God’s work? How limited is His focus in what He pursues in Genesis 1?

· Skim Genesis 3. After Adam and Eve have chosen to sin, what does God promise? How will they have a part in fulfilling God’s promise? What will they be looking for in the future?  

· Read Genesis 12:1-3. What does God promise? For whom is this promise? Are you a recipient of this promise?  

· Read Exodus 19:4-6. How does God describe His people? What would these terms imply?

· Read Exodus 34:6-7. What has just happened in the context (check out chapter 32)? How does God describe God?  

Reflection Questions:

· Could you describe God as missional in Genesis and Exodus? In what ways? How far back does this trait go?

· How clearly would the people alive then have understood the promise of a Savior sent from God?  

· How is God’s grace shown clearly in these incidents?

Application Questions:

· How missional is your heart?

· To what degree do you reflect God’s heart for the nations as evidenced in Genesis and Exodus?
