Read Ecclesiastes 2:1-11 

· What “great projects” does Solomon undertake? verses 4-6  

· What desires were these meant to satisfy? 

· In verses 12-16 to what does “wisdom” refer? Spiritual insight? Street smarts? Upright moral behavior?  

· How is light better then darkness? 

· Why is Solomon so unhappy with what so many would consider success? What meaning does this have for us?  

· How does a passage like this help you focus on the truly important things in life? What are they to you?

· In what areas do you struggle in serving and being humble? 

· When and why do you feel in competition with other believers?
