Study Questions:

Read Acts 2:1-13

· Where did this violent wind come from and what did people hear and see? 
· What was the importance of the wind and fire? 
· When the Holy Spirit filled the believers what did they do? 
· Why is this significant and what does this mean  (read Acts 2:14-24)
Read 1 Corinthians 12:1-11, and 12-31 

· For whom are the spiritual gifts given to? (verse 7)

· Who gives the gifts and why is this important? (verse 11 and 28-29) 

· For whose benefit are the gifts given? (verse 7) 

· In what way are Christians like a human body? (12-13)

· What lessons are there in seeing the church as a human body? (14-17)

· How has God combined the members of the body of Christ? (verses 24-26)
Reflection Questions: 

· If you were there at Pentecost how do you think you would have responded? 
· Why is the coming of the Spirit associated with wind, fire and languages? 
· How can we cultivate sensitivity to the Holy Spirit in our lives? 
· What happens when Christians don’t use their gifts and talents for the body (church)?  
· Why do some people often assume that certain duties in the church are more important then others? What kinds of problems can this cause?
