Three of them are:

2) SEBOMAI describes a person who has a respectful fear or a feeling of awe for the Lord. (Acts 18:7) 
3) LATREUO which tells us worship is to be an offering that is acceptable to God. (Romans 15:16)
We can take these “definitions of worship” and use them to help us evaluate our own personal worship to the Lord.
